After your last dive, DAN recommends to 
wait 12 hours after a single dive, 18 hours 
after repetitive dives, and a minimum of 
24 hours after deco diving before flying. 
Longer surface intervals can reduce the 
risk of developing DCI (Decompression 
Illness).
